SAFARI Established in 1970, Solio Game Reserve has been dedicated towards the safe 
sanctuary for both black and white rhinoceros with over 74 Black and 155 White living 
in harmony with an abundance of other wildlife including Buffalo, Lion, Zebra, Cheetah, 
Giraffe, Leopard, Eland, Oryx, Impala, Waterbuck, . In 
addition to this, an abundance of birdlife is scattered amongst permanent water holes 
and the acacia lined Moyo River which traverse the entire reserve.   

ACTIVITIES Solio Game Reserve is a true jewel not to be missed whilst in the Laikipia Region. 
Activities include:  

 4x4 safari in the rhino sanctuary 

 Walking, jogging and cycling through Solio Ranch (avoids the rhino sanctuary as 
with such high density of rhino is not safe to walk amongst them). 

 Trout fishing in the Aberdare National Park and Mt Kenya (additional cost to Mt 
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Kenya). 

 Helicopter and bi-plane flights (additional cost). 

 Horse riding on Solio Ranch.

GIVING BACK Solio Game Reserve is internationally recognized as the most successful private 
rhinoceros breeding reserve in Kenya and is responsible for having trans-located over 
100 black and 60 white rhinoceros to other parts of Kenya over the years including 6 
to Uganda.  The main purpose of the game reserve is to provide a refuge to wildlife 
which would otherwise be deprived of suitable habitat and, as such, is an immensely 
important contribution to the conservation of wildlife in Kenya.  
 
The Carr-Hartley family has long had a relationship with Solio, as the conservancy was 
originally stocked with rhino and other wild animals by Mikey Carr-
create the reserve which protects the endangered Black Rhino. 

GOOD TO KNOW... MALARIA: Since the lodge is situated at an altitude of 6000 feet, there is no known 
occurrence of malaria in the area. However, you may want to consult your physician as 
travelling to and from Solio Lodge may expose you to such conditions. 

ELECTRICITY: The lodge rooms are supplied with electricity through solar panels 
within the lodge; Kenya has the same plug points as the UK-guests out with the UK are 
advised to bring adaptors. The voltage is supplied at 220-240v.  

DISABLED ACCESS: Suitable for disabled customers. 

CREDIT CARDS: Major credit cards are accepted (the national currency is Kenyan 
shillings-although US dollars are often accepted).  

VISAS: Citizens from certain countries require visas, with requirements changing from 
time to time. Best to check in advance. Depending on the length of stay most visas can 
be obtained upon entry provided they are tourist visas and are not for a lengthy period 
of time.
