Enjoy a glass of wine whilst relaxing in your own private wood-fired hot tub! Lie back and let your cares soak away, as you watch the blanket of stars above you. Of course, on those hot summer days, you will now also have a delightful plunge pool at your tent to cool off in. As part of our latest refurbishments, we have also extended our thatched lapa to give guests a more spacious dining and lounge area. We think these latest improvements will add immeasurably to the Quatermain's experience.
GENERAL ITINERARY

*As a general rule we advise guests to have lunch before they arrive, as check in time is between 1-2pm.

*Our afternoon game drive aims to depart at approximately 3pm, to arrive back at camp at around 7pm. Beverages and snacks are provided on this game drive for guests to enjoy a “sun downer” on the reserve.

*A traditional South African dinner will be served on arrival back at camp. As with all meals, we can cater for specific diets with prior notice.

*A limited bar (and in-tent mini bar) is available for guest enjoyment.

*Morning game drives will depart at approximately 6.45am (subject to the time of sunrise) with a hot drink and rusks at 6.30am before leaving.

*The morning game drive will return to camp just after 10am.

*Brunch will be served on return from the morning game drive.

*Afternoons are free for guests to enjoy as they wish until the afternoon game drive departs. A lunch will be served at approximately 2.30pm.

*We would ask guests to be ready to check out after brunch on their day of departure.

WALKING SAFARIS
It is possible to swap one of your morning game drives for a walking safari on the main game reserve with an accredited professional Trails Guide, at no extra cost. This can only be booked during your stay and is subject to availability. For over 16’s only.

Also on offer is our latest 3 Night Special - If guests book a stay at Quatermain's 1920's Safari Camp for 3 nights or more they will now have the (optional) opportunity to swap one of their nights in camp for a day and night spent exploring on foot the beauty of our wilderness, and spending the night in Big 5 country, in a secluded cave! An adventure truly not to be missed! Please do let us know if you might be interested in this special and we will send you some more info. Available for bookings of 2 – 4 people. Please note that this activity is not available as part of a ‘Stay 3, Pay 2’ special.
ADDITIONAL INFORMATION
*Our en suite tents each sleep 2 people, and can be made up as doubles or twins (availability permitting). An additional mattress can be added upon request (rate half full price).
*Due to the climate of the Eastern Cape, we can experience extremes of both hot and cold in every season. We therefore recommend our guests bring a variety of clothing (i.e. shorts and t-shirts as well as warm jackets and long pants).

*Unfortunately, due to the nature of the camp, we regret that we are unable to accommodate children under the age of 12 years unless you would like to book out the whole camp. Please enquire for more details.
*Although Quatermain’s Camp is a 1920’s style expedition camp, we have made allowances for hot and cold running showers and flushing toilets.

*Towels are provided.

*Please be aware that as we are deep in the bush we do not have mains electricity and so we recommend that guests charge camera batteries etc before arriving with us. We can always make a plan in emergencies however.
Please note that the following conservation levy is charged by the reserve for all reservations:  

All visitors - ZAR R210 per person, per night (from October 2023).

* DIRECTIONS

Our entrance is located halfway between Port Elizabeth and Grahamstown on the N2 highway. Guests need to turn in at Amakhala Carnarvon Dale where they may leave their car and will be collected for their transfer to the camp. Quatermain’s Camp endeavour to recycle all plastic, tin and glass waste and all organic waste goes to feed the staff’s pigs.
