HOW IT WORKS

Samara's fly camping activity is an immersive experience
encompassing a guided bush walk and sleep-out in one of
Africa's most exquisite wildernesses. 

R14,000 surcharge*, applicable to 1-6 guests on a private use basis.
Any additional persons will be at the discretion of management and
may incur further charges.

The fly camping adventure begins with a guided bush walk through Big
Five territory with an experienced guide and tracker team, awakening
guests' "ecological intelligence". Reaching their private mobile camp
before dusk, guests will enjoy a campfire dinner before retreating to
bed in a simple tent, ears open to the sounds of the wild.

Available October to May inclusive (excluding peak season)

Peak season exclusion not applicable to guests booked into The
Manor on an exclusive-use basis

Guests must be booked into Karoo Lodge or The Manor for a
minimum of 3 nights

Fly camping is not available to guests staying at Plains Camp

6 guests maximum on a private use basis

Guests must be medically-fit and able to walk 3-5 hours across
variable terrain in which the Big Five are present
