Kalahari's diverse, game-rich habitats - always with unlimited time at sightings. On a Tswalu safari, time and space are the true
luxuries. Besides day and night game drives, complimentary activities include nature walks, animal tracking, horse riding,
stargazing, dune breakfasts, sleeping out under the stars, and spending time with habituated meerkats. With accommodation
for a maximum of 28 guests at the Motse camp and Tarkuni homestead, our high-value approach to sustainable ecotourism
helps fund the vital conservation work that is at the heart of this noble project to restore the southern Kalahari for future
generations.
