•	 Traditional Kuria blessings take place at Sayari, Olakira Migration Camp, and Ubuntu Migration Camp.

There is nothing more intimate than a traditional Tanzanian 
blessing. Just like our safaris, Kuria and Maasai blessings  
are exclusive and elegant in the most spectacular of settings, 
surrounded by the simple romance of the bush. The 
blessing will take place in a clearing close to camp under  

the watchful eyes of the ancient trees that dot the plains.  
After the exchanging of the vows, guests will enjoy 
sundowners to the beat of the traditional African wedding 
dance before dinner is served in camp under the majestic 
night sky.
