 Vergenoegd Löw Boutique Hotel & Spa is set 
within one of the oldest Wine Estates in the 
Western Cape. The Estate dates back to 1696 and 
has been declared a national monument in 1974. 

 
 With its unique position between the Helderberg 

Mountains and False Bay and a mere 20 minutes’ 
drive from Cape Town International airport, 
Vergenoegd Löw Boutique Hotel & Spa is the 
perfect base to explore all the major attractions 
of the greater Cape Town region. 

 
 Each guest room boasts either a private jacuzzi 

or a private plunge pool.  
 

 Jan Brandes (1743 – 1808), a famous Dutch 
painter and Lutheran church minister spent a 
year on Vergenoegd and was inspired and 
painted various art works that are now displayed 
in the Rijksmuseum Amsterdam. His work is 
displayed throughout the Estate. 

 
 Vergenoegd Löw offers bespoke and exclusive 

wine tastings in the historic Homestead, dating 
back to 1773. Experts will introduce guests to the 



 

 

range of estate-grown wines that include red 
blends, MCC as well as white and red single 
cultivar wines. Another novelty is the indigenous 
tasting presented by our tasting room 
ambassadors in the Homestead where 
indigenous food like bokkom, umazi and local 
delicacies are served with wine that 
compliments, thus delivering a new experience 
for all the senses.  

 
 We are proud to be a WWF Conservation 

Champion and thus one of the environmental 
leaders in SA’s wine industry. As part of the 
program, we are committed to biodiversity-
friendly and regenerative farming practices, to 
the conservation of the natural areas of the 
Estate and continually strive to improve our 
water and energy efficiencies. Our efforts 
include, but are not limited to, the use of drip 
irrigation in the vineyards, solar panels as well as 
the use of recyclable, biodegradable and/or 
compostable packaging where possible. 

 
 Our working flock of 1000 Indian Runner Ducks 

form part of a natural pest control solution 
integral to the quality of our wine and 
environmentally conscious principals. 

 
 Renowned chef Bertus Basson, together with 

business partner and head chef Drikus Brink, 
opened Geuwels and Clara’s Restaurant in 
September 2021 offering South African authentic 
cuisine prepared with creative twist and cultural 
influences, using fresh, seasonal, and indigenous 
ingredients. 

 
 Vergenoegd Löw Spa is housed in the beautifully 

restored farm stables, adjacent to the gracious 
Homestead and takes you on a tantalizing 
journey through history. Using locally sourced 
beauty products therapists perform a wide range 



 

 

of traditional, natural treatments in breath-
taking surroundings.  

 
 For the more active guests there is a gym and a 

yoga room, as well as a 5 and 10 km walking and 
cycling trail on the Estate.

From Cape Town – Take N2 towards Somerset West.  After 
30km, take exit 33 for Baden Powell Drive toward 
R310/Stellenbosch.   Continue on Baden Powel Drive/R310 
and run right at Old Faure Road.   Look for the Vergenoegd 
Low entrance on your right.   Approximately 20 minutes 
from Airport 
 
From Stellenbosch – Take the Adam Tas Road/R310/R400 
and use the right lanes to turn slightly right onto Adam Tas 
Road/R310.    Just after Asara Wine Estate on your right, turn 
left onto Baden Powell Drive.  Turn left onto old Faure 
Road/M49.   Look for the Vergenoegd Low entrance on your 
right.  Approximately 5 minutes from Stellenbosch. 
 
From Hermanus – Take the R43 and merge with the N2 
towards Cape Town.   After about 55 km, that the exit 33 for 
Baden Powell Drive toward Stellenbosch/R310.   Turn right 
onto Baden Powell Drive/R310.   Turn right at Old Faure 
Road and look for the Vergenoegd Low entrance on your 
right.  Approximately one hour and 15 minutes from 
Hermanus.

4 x Deluxe Lodge Rooms 
The four bespoke Deluxe Lodge Rooms are located in the 
restored farm managers house, within easy reach of the 
historic Homestead, Geuwels, Clara’s Barn, the spa and the 
gym. Kept in a modern classic style, the spacious bedrooms 
boast wooden floors, chenille rugs and soothing hues of 
cream and grey, ensuring an instant welcoming and homey 
effect. Two of the rooms have beautifully exposed trusses. 
While each unit has a small seating area, the four rooms 
also share a comfortable common lounge. 
Offering serene garden views, each room has a private patio 
with a jacuzzi and outdoor shower. 
4 x Vineyard Suites 
Four contemporary Vineyard Suites stand a short distance 
from the historic homestead and are ideal for guests 
seeking additional privacy.   
Floor to ceiling windows in the lounge and the bedroom 
offer magnificent mountain views. 
A small wind lobby leads into the lounge area, complete 
with a cosy two-seater couch, mini bar facilities, flat screen 
TV and a vanity desk. Industrial stucco floors are offset by 
shimmering thick pile rugs. Warm wood accents, plush 
scatter cushions and a lavish designer headboard in weaved 
crushed velvet are softening the contemporary look further. 
The bedroom is equipped with a second flat screen TV. 
A large private wooden deck with a 3 x 3-meter plunge pool 
and an outdoor shower completes the experience of utter 
luxury.  
 
1 x Presidential Suite 
The Presidential Suite is a real showstopper and offers 
luxury and extravagance in every corner. The vast and awe-
inspiring ultra-modern interior is only matched by a 
sweeping veranda and an extensive pool deck with a 12 x 4-
meter pool, jacuzzi and outdoor shower.  



 

 

Entering via a wind lobby and a foyer with bar facilities and 
a powder room, the adjacent lounge is furnished with a 12-
seater dining table and leather couches. A dual fireplace 
keeps both the lounge and the bedroom warm and cosy in 
winter.  
A second smaller en-suite bedroom is ideal for family and 
friends.   
 
6 x Luxury Cottages (will be completed in December 2023) 
Surrounded by vineyards, the six free standing cottages 
enjoy blissful seclusion and privacy. Kept in a charming 
Cape vernacular style, the cottages offer traditional 
thatched roofs.  
Each unit boast a wet bar area, a spacious lounge with a 
fireplace and two equally sized en-suite bedrooms, all 
leading onto an extensive pool deck with a private 6 x 3-
meter pool.
