Peak dry season, outstanding game viewing.
Great for cat sightings - lion, leopard and
cheetah. Seasonal balloon safaris operate
until the end of the month.

Cheetah and wild dog can be particularly
good this time of year but varies each
season so hard to predict.

August is traditionally good for cat sighting,
particularly lion and leopard.

Great sightings of cats are still possible
and again lion and leopard being the most
prevalent. Itis still possible to see those large
buffalo herds and in general the wildlife is
becoming concentrated around waterholes
and riverbeds.
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
