Day 1 | Saruni Samburu      

•	Arrive at Jomo Kenyatta International Airport, where 
a Saruni Basecamp vehicle will transfer you to Wilson 
Airport for your flight to Samburu.

•	Depart Nairobi in the morning*, arriving in Samburu 
an hour later, where your Saruni Samburu guide will 
meet you and drive you to the to the lodge, or take 
you on your first game drive in northern Kenya. 

•	Embark on an afternoon game drive in the Kalama 
Conservancy, exploring over 200, 000 acres of 
pristine wilderness in total privacy, and sundowners 
with a breath-taking view.

Day 2 | Saruni Samburu     

•	Enjoy an early morning game drive into the Samburu 
National Reserve to seek out the “Samburu Special 
Five” – iconic, rare and endemic species that occur 
only in northern Kenya – as well as more familiar 
species like elephants. 

•	Enjoy a picnic lunch before returning to the lodge to 
relax for the afternoon.

•	Head out on a private sundowner drive for just 
the two of you, with a gift from us of a bottle of 
champagne on ice to enjoy on a hilltop overlooking 
the wide-open wilderness as the sun sinks behind the 
mountains. 

•	A romantic lantern-lit dinner on your own private 
verandah awaits you when you return to the lodge 
and dine beneath a black velvet, starlit sky.

Day 3 | Saruni Samburu 

•	Continue to explore the wonders of Samburu with a 
morning game drive. Then, after lunch, head out on 
a nature walk led by your skilful and knowledgeable 
Samburu guide as you discover animals, plants and 
ancient rock paintings in nearby caves. 

•	Upon arriving back at the lodge, enjoy a 
complimentary half hour back & neck massage at the 
Samburu Wellbeing Space. 

•	Head out for an evening game drive in Kalama 
Conservancy, the 200,000-acre private wildlife 
conservancy that surrounds Saruni Samburu is 
located, ending with a bush dinner under the stars 
and a night drive back to the lodge, accompanied by 
traditional Samburu singing and dancing. 

 

Day 4 | Saruni Samburu  to Saruni Mara / Saruni Wild    

•	Depart Samburu on your morning* flight and arrive in 
the Masai Mara an hour and a half later.

•	Start with a game drive and picnic lunch under an 
acacia tree or by the river next to a pod of hippos. 
Alternatively, head to either Saruni Mara or Saruni 
Wild for some rest and an exclusive game drive 
later in the afternoon to explore in Mara North 
Conservancy – over 30,000 acres of plentiful, 
protected land bordering the Masai Mara National 
Reserve.

•	Enjoy a corner of the Mara ecosystem that’s very 
much off the beaten track and watch wildlife in total 
privacy.  

Day 5 | Saruni Mara / Saruni Wild       

•	Early morning game drive to look for the renowned 
big cats and other predators of the Mara, returning to 
the camp or lodge for lunch and treatments at the 
Maasai Wellbeing Space.

•	 In the afternoon, enjoy a further game drive or some 
extended downtime at the camp or lodge, followed 
by dinner and then an optional night game drive in 
search of nocturnal creatures.



Day 6 | Saruni Mara / Saruni Wild       

•	Walk through the surrounding valleys and plains in 
the company of your Maasai guide, or take a drive up 
to a nearby mountaintop to make the most of the 
phenomenal views. 

•	After lunch, discover more of the Mara North 
Conservancy and neighbouring protected areas, and 
experience first-hand what makes the Mara one of 
the most exciting wilderness areas in the world.

•	Weather permitting, enjoy a bush dinner under the 
vast African night sky, with Maasai warriors singing 
and dancing around the fire.

Day 7 | Departure       

•	Visit the rhino sanctuary on your way to the 
airstrip and once again admire the hippos and the 
crocodiles of the Mara River.

•	Your flight back to Nairobi leaves the Mara at 11:00 
and arrives in Nairobi at 12:20. 

•	Saruni Basecamp transfer* to Jomo Kenyatta 
International Airport, with the option of dinner 
at either Talisman or Carnivore. Bookings will be 
dependent on your flight times, with dinner on your 
own account.
