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Location
e On the banks of the Chobe River, West of Kasane

e The only permanent game lodge situated within the famous Chobe National Park, Chobe Game Lodge is Botswana's
premier venue for guests looking for a perfect base to explore Chobe National Park and the Chobe River

Seasons
e Summer: September — April
e Winter: May — September

e The lodge is open all year round

Game Viewing

e Chobe's wildlife roams in abundance and diversity and is home to the largest concentration of elephant in Africa. During
the dry season these large herds, as well as vast herds of buffalo, congregate along the fertile flood plains of the Chobe
River where they come to drink, bathe and play. Lion, leopard, African wild dog, puku, red lechwe, sable, giraffe and roan
antelope are often seen

e Birding is spectacular with Schalows turaco, barred owlet and white-browed coucal resident in the gardens as well as rosy-
throated longclaw, western-banded snake-eagle and hooded vulture among a few of the 450 species of the Chobe region

e Our professional all female guiding team and resident environmentalist conduct game drives and boat cruises

Accessibility

e Road Transfer— 15km drive from Kasane International Airport on tarred road initially to Sedudu Gate (entrance to Chobe
National Park), the last stretch being sandy roads suitable for 4x4 vehicles only

e Road Transfer — Chobe Game Lodge is approximately 90-minutes by road from Victoria Falls and Livingstone airports as
below

Daily flights are available from OR Tambo International Airport as well as Safari Air charters that serve other Desert and
Delta camps.

e Kasane - To/from Maun: 85 minutes

e Kasane - To/from Johannesburg: 140 minutes

e Kasane Aerodrome is owned by CAAB (Civil Aviation Authority of Botswana)
o Aerodrome GPS Co-ordinates S17 49 58.61 E25 09 44.06

e The aerodrome is a CAAB licenced Class A airstrip, no limitation on use of aircraft with MAUW of 5700kg’s (Cessna
Caravan)

o Airstrip length: 2000m
e Depending on the time of year and safety restrictions on individual runways, groups may be split up due to safety reasons

e Please not there is a limit of 20kg’s per person (including hand luggage) in SOFT BAGS, if flying with Safari Air
(No hard bags or soft bags with hard wheel bases allowed e.g.: Samsonite’s)

Electricity
o All electricity at the lodge is supplied via Botswana’s national grid, and AC 220V mains power is available 24 hours a day

e The standby generator automatically switches on when ever power failure occurs.
