A visit to the fascinating Giraffe Center enables you to come face to face with the 

Rothschild Giraffe and have the pleasure of hand feeding them with Giraffe food. 

Karen Blixen Museum, former home of the Authoress of 'Out of Africa’ now a 

National Museum will also be visited. Its history dates back to 1914, during the 

First World War, with the arrival of Karen Blixen from Denmark. At the foot of 

Ngong Hills, Karen Blixen established herself as a farmer. After her departure in 

1931, the suburbs retained the commemorative home of Karen. Next stop is the Kazuri bead centre-a self-

help women project where hand made ceramics and jewellery are produced.  

Daphne Sheldrick's Animal Orphanage, which helps to rehabilitate severely 

traumatized orphaned animals thus enabling them to live their natural lifestyle 

once reintroduced into the wild.

After breakfast drive only 10km to the unique wildlife sanctuary that is set against the dramatic skyline of 

Nairobi City. It is home to the big five except the elephant and has more than 100 species of wildlife, 

hippos, crocodiles, and plenty of the migratory game.  

   

You then proceed to the Carnivore for lunch. Here, everyone who comes to Kenya must try the carnivore if 

they are true meat eaters. Sample of the complete meat eating experience from regular meat to crocodile 

(all farm raised), camel etc. The restaurant also offers vegetarian dishes.  

 

After the hearty lunch, depart for the Bomas of Kenya. Here there are numerous homesteads reflecting 

Kenya’s 42 different ethnic groups. They are depicted through traditional dancing, music; songs and 

folklore perform in the afternoon at the arena.

A Boma is a homestead and just a few kilometers from Nairobi, we have the Bomas 

of Kenya. Here you will experience the rich culture of Kenya’s 42 different ethnic 

groups as they live on their day-to-day basis. This is clearly demonstrated through 

traditional dances, music, song, and folklore. There is a splendid arena where 

acrobatic shows are performed.
